Job Seeking Tool….Elevator Speeches

This is a term taken from the ability to “market” a product or service during the few minute ride with an individual in an elevator.  It is a short snippet of information that is 30 seconds or less.  

This tool can be as effective as a business card.  You need to be able to say who you are, what you do, what you are interest in doing and how you can be a resource.  

The first thing is preparation.  Sit down and think about what you want to say and practice with the delivery.  You never have a second chance for that first impression.

This tool can be effective in, say, an elevator, but also at a networking event, a conference, a convention, or a meeting.  Especially when in this day and age, most people ask the question “what do you do?”

Your elevator speech should contain (but is not limited to) whom you are, what you have to offer, what problem you could solve (or what niche you could fill), what main contribution you could make, and what should the listener do as a result of hearing your speech.  You should realize that each speech should be different based on the target audience and the desired outcome.
